3.  Insert the 7/16" U-bolt through the tow loop.  Raise hitch
     into position and loosely secure to the U-bolt using 7/16"
     flange nuts.

4.  Secure hitch to the frame rails using 7/16" flange nuts.

5.  Torque all 7/16" hardware to 70 ft-lbs.

1.  Lower the exhaust by removing the (2) rear-most rubber isolators from the muffler.  See Rubber Isolator Removal Diagram
 
2.  On the driver side, fishwire a 7/16-14 x 1 1/4" carriage bolt and SP2 spacer through an existing fore hole.  On the passenger
     side, fishwire a 7/16-14 x 1" carriage bolt and SP2 spacer through an existing fore hole.
     Note: The longer carriage bolt must be installed on the driver side.  Leave fishwires attached to prevent loss of hardware
     inside of frame rail.  See Fishwire Technique Diagram
 
3.  Insert the 7/16" U-bolt through the tow loop, as shown.
 
4.  Raise hitch into position and loosely secure to the U-bolt and frame rails using 7/16" flange nuts.
 
5.  Torque all 7/16" hardware to 70 ft-lbs.
 
6.  Raise and secure exhaust back into position.
